
Avalon Microphone Input Transformers
LL3710

LL3710 is a small size reduced cost microphone input transformer.
The transformers consist of two coils each with one primary and one secondary winding separated by a
electrostatic shield. The secondaries are serially connected internally. The core is a high permeability amorphous
strip core.

The transformers are magnetically shielded by a mu-metal case.

Turns ratio: 1 + 1 : 9
Dims (Length x Width x Height above PCB (mm)): 30 x 23 x 15
